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The microfossils that Richard Hoover sees inside the Orgueil meteorite are clearly
biological. It is almost equally clear that they cannot be contaminants that invaded the
meteorite on Earth after it fell. Hoover’s evidence and arguments rebutting the charge
of contamination are very hard to ignore. Yet the scientific establishment does ignore
them. Someone please explain why!
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
